e Emergency Alert — this National system works by sending voice or text
messages to phone numbers based on their service address and location. It is an
automated system (no sign-up). If your phone is billed to your home address, and
your home is within a DFES telephone warning area, you will receive alerts about
incidents affecting that address, regardless of your location. If your phone bill is
located within the DFES telephone warning area, it should receive an alert
regardless of your billing address.
